Eligibility

Participation is open to artists 18 years and older who reside in the state of Michigan.  Only original artwork completed 
within the last two years, and not previously exhibited at the Arts Council, will be eligible. Student work completed 
under the supervision of an instructor is ineligible.

Accepted work must be suitably framed and ready to hang.  ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED.

Entry Fee
The non-refundable entry fee is $30 per artist (HAAC and HFA members pay $25 per artist).  Checks should be pay-
able to the HOLLAND AREA ARTS COUNCIL.

Awards
Approximately $4,000 in awards will be selected by the juror.

Sales
A 25% commission will be charged on all sales made during the exhibit.

Entry Procedure 
Artists may submit two works. 35 mm slides or digital photographs only will be accepted.  Slides and photographs 
will be projected onto a large screen for jurying.  Professional quality, high resolution photography is encouraged.  
Emailed entries will NOT be accepted.  We reserve the right to refuse any accepted artwork deemed unsuitable due 
to a difference in qualilty from the submitted slide or digital photograph.

 Digital Speci! cations:   
digital entries will be accepted on CD only; digital speci! cations include: 
 " between 150 -300 dpi
 "  maximum size of 3 1/2” high x 5” wide 
 " jpeg, RGB  

Digital ! les must include the artist’s last name, ! rst name, title of work and entry A or B. When naming digital ! le, please 
follow this format: LAST NAME. ! rst name.title.entry A or B      Example:  PICASSO.Pablo.blueboy.entryA

Slide speci! cations: submit one slide for each 2 dimentional entry, maximum 3 slides for 3 dimentional entries. 35 mm 
slides only will be accepted.  Glass mounted slides will NOT be accepted.  Place slides in a plastic sleeve and tape 
to entry form.  Label each slide with the artist’s last name ! rst, then ! rst name, date painting completed and title of 
artwork, medium, entry A or B, and TOP.  (Example shown).

Charles Murphy was ! rst 
introduced to the magical 
possibilities of the world of 
drawing at the knee of his 
grandfather in rural southern 
Minnesota as a young boy. 
He pursued his passion for art 
with a BFA in studio arts from 
Minnesota State University and 
launched his career painting 
on the Eastern seaboard. As 
with many artists, Murphy has 
supported his art with a variety 
of jobs ranging from driving a 
school bus and pipe! tting on 
natural gas pipelines, to furniture 
designer.

His art career spans more than 
30 years and includes painting, 
teaching, and showing his art 
through galleries and summer art 
fairs. He began teaching soon 
after college and continued 
after his move to the Leelanau 
area of Michigan. His successful 
teaching skills have taken him 
overseas and also earned him 
Art Educator of the Year from 
the Traverse City Arts Council in 
2003. He has garnered several 
Best of Show awards.

Murphy’s work can also be 
found employed in other media 
including several award-winning 
books, CD labels, corporate 
reports, calendars and wine 
labels and resides in a number 
of corporate collections. In 2002, 
he was selected from a pool of 
13,000 artists to be included in 
Artist’s Magazine 2002 limited 
edition calendar .
